grade (a total of 60 hours). By the end of each Trimester, at least, 10 Service
, Hours should be turned in to your Religion Teacher. Students who do not
complete Service Hours may not be eligible for end of the year activities, including the class field trip!

As part of your preparation, you are asked to reflect on how you build-up your parish community
through Christian service. Christian service is not simply a one-time obligation or only a part of
Confirmation preparation. Rather, serving others should be part of our whole Christian attitude.
Service means that we follow Jesus’ example of putting love into practice each day of our lives.

Paid service, family chores (including Grandparents) or babysitting for family is not
Community Service!

The following list contains suggestions for service hours:
1) Altar server, lector, or choir member

2) Assisting the elderly — reading to, shopping for, mowing, shoveling, raking, taking out trash, light
housekeeping or visiting.

3) Babysitting for parish or school programs, or busy mothers in need of help

4) Food distribution — Food bank, Meals-on-Wheels, or food
